Students may drop in or be referred to the Writing Centre (forms are available in the English Department Office).  For those instructors wanting to ensure that students have attended the Writing Centre, we have designed a Writing Centre Appointment form to be filled out by the tutor.  In the past, some tutors have felt that students’ experience in the Writing Centre is improved if they come before they begin to write. However, instructors may also wish to send students with their graded papers to the Centre for help with specific areas, such as writing effective introductions or correcting sentence-level errors. Please tell your students that the Centre is not a proofreading service. The tutors’ role is to supplement and complement classroom instruction in composition.
Weekly sign-up sheets are posted on the Writing Centre door.  Students can book a 30-minute session by signing their name in any available time slot.  In order to ensure that tutors are available for students who keep their appointments, we keep track of those who fail to do so, and they lose their Writing Centre privileges.  

Tutors are also available for in-class visits either to talk briefly about the services offered by the Writing Centre or to give lessons on selected composition topics. Requests should come to me first, and I will find a tutor. 

The Writing Centre is now open to students in second-year English classes so they can continue to improve their writing.
